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One of the nation’s premier inland waterway marinas, Four Seasons Marina provides boaters with everything they need to enjoy life on the river. Located in a sheltered inland harbor, the marina accommodates over 400 boats of all sizes. Marine services include a ship’s store, boat brokerage, covered slips, fuel dock, private showers, laundry room, dockside electric, and telephone. Amenities include great casual dining on the water, hillside pub, an authentic Tiki Hut bar and grill, private swimming pool, volleyball, and a driving range. Yacht Club activities include safety inspections, education, river clean up, social events, and boating excursions.

The marina was built in 1964, a dream come true for entrepreneur Walter E. Schott. Three years later, boaters interested in organizing a social club circulated fliers to recruit membership. The Four Seasons Marina Yacht Club started operations February 6, 1968 with Captain Sam Barrometti as commodore. Two years later the board of directors dropped the word Marina and became the Four Seasons Yacht Club, as it’s known today. First registered with the Yachting Club of America in 1993, Four Seasons Yacht Club shares reciprocity with hundreds of yacht and sailing clubs across America.
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
